Courses:
Will be selected by the Race Committee based upon prevailing conditions, and as outlined in the sailing instructions.

Rules:
The Regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012, the prescriptions of the US Sailing Association, and the Sailing Instructions. Participants are required to meet minimum equipment requirements described in the ECSA yearbook.

Classes:
Boats will be handicapped using PHRF-ECSA and will be divided into several classes including one design classes, as determined by the Race Committee. All Classes, except one design, will be scored using the time-on-time system. Day sailers and boats under 21 ft. LOA are not eligible to race.
